Blue Bird Report 
 

Despite a very cold winter and wet spring, 
OK's birds are having a robust mating season. 
Of the 42 nest boxes around the course, 15 
have bluebird eggs (including the first babies) 
and nine have chickadee eggs. The most  
interesting chickadee nest had one of Gayla 
Welsh's OK business cards as part of its  
composition! 
 
In addition to helping native birds successfully 
nest, we actively discourage the so called  
English Sparrow by removing its nests and 
trapping them, when necessary. They are 
classed as an invasive species and are not  
protected by any Federal or State laws. They 
kill bluebirds and other native species.  If you 
want assistance in identifying or controlling 
them around your residence, please call

The greens and rough are doing well after aerification.  They will continue to get better will keep  
improving into May.   We will be lightly verticutting and grooming the greens to smooth and speed them 
up.  We will start topdressing the greens in May.  We hope to be finished with pruning and mulching of 
landscape beds the last week in April.  We have a few landscape beds to pre-emerge and have finished all 
the golf course pre emergent in mid April.  We are currently spraying broadleaf weeds and clover.  The 
rough is really starting to grow and we are trying to keep up.  We will mow Zoysiagrass tees and fairways 
for the first time the last week of April.  We are trying to keep carts off the path as much as possible. 
 

We will be using a couple of organic products on the golf course and landscaping.  The first is Black  
Castings, a slow release natural organic plant food produced by earthworms.  The second is a liquid  
organic soil microbial soil inoculants which is derived from earthworm casting and is a natural product.   
These will be used in weak areas, divots, par 3 tees etc.  They will help with growth, help plant diseases 
and are good for the environment.  I will be talking about these organic products on May 5th in Ladies 
Cooking Tips class at the Trophy Room.  My golf game is needs work and I will start working on that this 
week and hope to get out play with as many people as possible at the golf course.  We will continue to try 

to improve ALL aspects of golf at Old Kinderhook.
